A candidate appearing for M.A Social work , shall have to appearin the Entrance Test based
on two papers on a single day, with Paper I in theforenoon and Paper Il in the afternoon
session. Question paper | shall comprise 60multiple-choice questions having only one correct
or most appropriate answer [in asimilar manner as in other subjects] carrying 60 marks as per
the syllabus prescribed below for the purpose. Question Paper 11 shall comprise 4 questions,
carrying 60marks, on the topics given below and the candidates shall be required to attempt
allthe questions in 2 % hours.

On the basis of their merit in Paper I, Answer books ofPaper Il of candidates numbering four
times the intake capacity (both under openmerit and reserved categories) shall be evaluated.
Final selection for admission tothis programme shall be based on the combined merit
obtained by the candidates inPaper | and Paper I1. The marks or GPA obtained by a candidate
at the qualifyingexamination shall be considered only in case of a tie.
