The Centre also carries out research to assess the popularity and utility of ETV

Last year fifty such students received free
coaching and course material for 1AS/JKAS examination whereas this year 100
students are undergoing coaching for the same with financial assistance being
received from Mission Youth, J&K under its “Parvaaz” Scheme. CCPC has also
nominated and trained 66 teachers from all departments and centres of the
University as well as its satellite campuses as certified career counselors and
placement officers for providing free career counselling and placement guidance to
the students in their respective departments. In near future Centre is contemplating
to establish career counselling-cum-placement cells in each department and centre
of the University.
