We digitize education and that is what the demand of the modern age is. We produce
educational television programmes, make documentaries on a wide range of subjects,
develop the digital educational content known as e-content and offer the latest global
format of teaching and learning Massive Open Online Courses — MOOC for short.

The Centre also carries out research to assess the popularity and utility of ETV
(Education Television) programmes. It also evaluates the use of communication
technologies for teaching and learning.
